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About Rey: 
Rey Resources (REY) is focussing on the development of its thermal coal properties.  It owns coal, oil and gas 
tenements in North-West Australia that have excellent potential for medium to large scale development, as well as 
base metal properties in South America. The company aims to create shareholder value through the development 
of the coal properties and the divestment or joint venturing of the other properties. Rey was listed on the Australian 
Stock Exchange in June 2006.  
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Rey Resources Limited is pleased to announce that it has completed the first two lines of reverse 
circulation (RC) drilling in the Duchess area on its 100% owned thermal coal project near Liveringa 
in the Canning Basin, Western Australia.  
 
Drilling commenced in the Duchess area in May. To date 11 RC holes have been drilled and logs 
completed on two lines approximately three kilometres apart that are perpendicular to the strike 
of the anticipated coal sub-crop. The holes on each line are approximately 200 metres apart and 
follow the coal down from sub crop to about 140 metres depth. All drill holes intercepted coal or 
its weathered equivalent. The holes have been logged both visually and with down-hole 
geophysics. The lines and holes are located on Figures 1 and 2.
